Community Based Organizations Representatives — Vote for up to two (2)
Youth Representative — Vote for one (1)

Sub-Area 2 Representative Resident Seat — Vote for one (1)
Sub-Area 4 Representative Resident Seat — Vote for one (1)
Sub-Area 6 Representative Resident Seat — Vote for one (1)
Sub-Area 1 Representative At-Large Seat — Vote for one (1)
Sub-Area 3 Representative At-Large Seat — Vote for one (1)
Sub-Area 5 Representative At-Large Seat — Vote for one (1)
Sub-Area 7 Representative At-Large Seat — Vote for one (1)

Summary:

The LHNC has 26 Board seats. All 26 are elected. Only 13 will be up for election in 2014
due to staggered four-year terms.

Stakeholders will use Documentation as a means of establishing their stakeholder status.
Minimum stakeholder voting age is 13.

The LHNC Board has a staggered, four-year term.

Candidates can run for no more than one Board seat.
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
